Bi - Polar Survey Analysis 

Look at each factor on your bi polar survey and explain which factor scored the highest in each location and why. Try to use other evidence such as your Environmental Analysis or questionnaire results. You could also include pictures in the analysis to illustrate your point. Then try to explain which criteria scored the highest for each location and explain which factor scored the lowest. Again you need to provide evidence as to why this location scored lowest. 

Example of Bi -Polar Analysis:

“On my Bi –Polar survey I chose four locations and carried out a number of surveys. The factors all scored from – 3 to +3. On my first survey outside the Museum the highest scoring factors were the Quality of upkeep, Quality of streets and pavement quality. These all scored very highly getting a total of 3 out of 3. The reason why the quality of upkeep would be so high is due to the fact that there are a number of businesses, which would be concerned with attracting people into the area. This would include the Museum and the restaurants within the area. The same is true for the quality of the streets. They would want to maintain the streets to attract people into the area.  These results were repeated with my environmental survey with the area scoring very high for a number of factors. The lowest scoring factor in this location was landscaping. This received –1. This is because the area is very urban and as result they are limited to what they can do with the physical environment.
