Environmental Survey Analysis 

Look at each factor on your rose diagram explain which location scored the highest and why. Try to use other evidence such as your Bi –Polar Analysis or questionnaire results. You could also include pictures in the analysis to illustrate your point. Then try to explain which location scored the highest for each factor and explain why it scored the highest. Do the same for the lowest scoring location for each factor. You need to provide evidence as to why this location scored the highest or the lowest. 

Example of Environmental Analysis:

“On my environmental survey one of my important factors is ‘Original features of the docklands’. I did my survey in locations. The location that scored the highest for original features was in the East India Docks (outside the museum in the Docklands). The reason that this scored the highest is that the Museum wanted to try and keep some of the original features of the Docks such a the Buoys. This can be seen in the picture below. The area has also undergone gentrification with the property. They have turned the previous sugar and rum warehouses into flats. These flats have maintained some of the original features such as the cargo doors and also the pulley systems used to load the sugar and rum into the warehouse. This can be seen in the picture below. They have also kept features such as cranes in the area to remind people about the history of the area. Evidence of the past is also present with a memorial gate situated at the location of the original entrance to the Docklands. A bar within the area is also named after the year in which the Docklands became historically a significant port. In addition they have kept a few old ship in the area that are now restaurants and community church. This area also scored very highly on my Bi –Polar analysis scoring a total of ??. 

The area, which scored the lowest for retaining evidence of the past in my opinion, was Canada Square. This scored –4. This did not have any evidence of the past. In fact the area was very modern and did not show any signs of the industrial past within the area. This may have been to attract a new tope of business.
