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	What attracts people to Kenya?

( Natural Resources – year round hot climate, sandy beaches, coral reefs and wildlife reserves.

 (Man Made resources relatively well developed infrastructure due to colonial links and interesting diversity of cultures such as Maasai Mara.
(Most tourists mix a beach holiday at Malindi or Mombassa with a short safari on a game reserve.
What were the effects on Industry?

(There are a lot less flowers in the warehouses and during a drought flowers are the last thing people buy.
(Beef prices have increased by 14% in line with increased prices for cereal-based animal feeds.
(Tomato prices rose 11% last month and are now 54% higher than the same time last year.



	Effects on Spain and Iberia?

(Water Fountains which are popular with tourists are stopped running.
(Swimming Pools have dried up
(Golf Clubs have turned sprinklers off to conserve water.
(Public showers on the south-eastern beaches of Murcia have been switched off.

(Reservoir levels are down an average of 40% compared with the same time last year.

(Spain's tourist industry fears people will be put off by water shortages. 
	What are the Long  term responses?

(Tent Hospitals set up in the area surrounding the earthquake.

(Water Distribution sites were set up to pass out water.

(The clear up operation began usually carried out by hand.

What are the Short-term responses?

(Search for survivors

(Local teams of rescuers and army were sent into help with the clean up operation.

(Tents were provided for shelter for those who had lost their homes.
